(Any institutional clearances required to conduct the research should be appended to this section.)

6. Budget

7. Statement giving details regarding any other funding for the research.

8. Signatures by applicant, individual authorized to sign for institution and fiscal officer (page 3 of application).

Application materials must be submitted in the order listed above. Pages should be numbered and submitted in page order, beginning with page 1 of the official application form. Applications must be printed or typed on one side only of each page. Any tables, diagrams, or photographs must be included within the page limit and the applicant must enclose copies. Any proposals arranged to comply with other funding entities' guidelines must be redone to meet the specification outlined herein.

SUBMISSION GUIDELINES

Applications may be delivered to the Multiple Myeloma Research Foundation (MMRF) by U.S. mail, express delivery, or courier. No part of the application may be submitted by facsimile transmission (fax). To ensure delivery, candidates may wish to send applications via a method requiring signature (ie, Federal Express or registered mail, return receipt requested).

SELECTION

Selection of the awardees will be made by the Scientific Advisory Board of the Multiple Myeloma Research Foundation, consisting of experts in the field of multiple myeloma, and reviewers with expertise in relevant topic areas. Candidates are strictly prohibited from contacting members of the Award Committee about the status of their application; any violation of this regulation will lead to automatic disqualification of the application.

Selection and considerations

The Award Committee will consider most favorably early research that appears promising but is not currently receiving funding. The Committee will also weigh the previous accomplishments of the applicant, the probability of meaningful results from the proposed research, and the likely contribution of the research to the advancement of knowledge of myeloma etiology, diagnosis, treatment, or prevention.

Selection notification

All candidates will receive notification from the Foundation office of the final selection of a winner by the Foundation staff, by telephone or other means. Confirmation of acceptance should be provided within 24 hours of notification.

AWARD CONDITIONS AND REPORTING

· The monetary award is provided to the awardee's sponsoring institution for the direct support of the recipient's work during the award year, which will begin no later than June, 2005. The award may be used for laboratory supplies for the research proposed.  No more than $500 may be requested for travel directly related to the research project.  Institutional overhead will not be permitted.

· At the start of the grant cycle the initial 6 months of funding is provided.

· After six months, the recipient is required to submit a brief written summary of the research conducted as well as a detailed account of the use of award funds.  Upon review and approval of award recipient’s summary, the second six months of funding is provided.  Should the recipient’s work not be considered acceptable by the award committee, funding will cease.

· A final report is also required.

· Recipients are expected to credit the Foundation in any publications/presentations that result from their MMRF funded work and to keep the Foundation apprised of such publications/presentations.
